Seated at dinner in Ottawa with politi-
cians, Supreme Court officials and clergy
from across Canada, Rev. Lloyd Mur-
dock* was stunned when a politician
stood up to say grace before the meal..

"What shocked me was he did as good a
Jjob as I do,"” Mr. Murdock said "' I was
happily amazed. When you see politi-
cians on TV and read about them in the
paper, you don’t associate them with re-
ligion."

Although we may not associate politics
with religion, elected officials frustrated
by the national unity debate turned to a

higher authority to help.

The Unity issue was the issue at a nation-
al prayer breakfast in Ottawa attended by
Rev. Murdock and the former minister of
St. John's Presbyterian was surprised
how readily politicians embraced reli-
gion,
A Bunch of Atheists

"I thought they were all a bunch of
atheists up there, but don’t put that in,"
he joked. Not only are they not atheists
but they even passed a resolution en-
couraging a national day of prayer fto
promote unity.
Now I am really convinced that politi-
cians are deeply religious and seek a
higher council. I'm very happy about
that.” said Rev. Murdock.
Religion has a role to play in the unity
debate as it is the great equalizer, he
added. We must all put aside political dif-
ferences in front of God.

With a twinkle in
his eye he said, " I think the test of lead-
ership is to find out if you are leading
anybody.” Now that has a quirk of hu-
mour about it, but how searching a truth
it is. Seriously ask yourself, Am I as an
individual or AOTS member leading

anybody ? Remember that Paul in his

day was able to say, ""Be YOU followers

of me."
Discuss: As AOTS members fulfilling
our three aims; ask yourselves these
questions:

Are we taking a full active roll ?

Are we leading and is there anyone fol-
lowing ?

As an individual member: am I leading
and contributing to the organization ?
Am I taking the initiative ?

If not , why not ? Do it now !
Closing prayer; We are called to the
ministry of stewardship, as we offer our
time, talents and to those whom we serve

Dear Lord, let us glorify your
name in all that we do, and return our
thanks for your many gifts to us.

Send us this day O God, into
the world, to be your servant for Je-
susChrist. Let us offer the bread of the
living water to all who hunger and thirst
for our sake. Amen,
